This weekend, we are saying good-bye to both Fr. Milan 
Dimic and to Augustine Nguyen.

I saw a great witness here in 
many of you especially through the different ministries and 
the youth programs.  For instance, I have never experienced 
a parish where over 100 high school youths come together 
on a Wednesday night during the summer to worship, adore, 
and show their love for the Lord before the Blessed 
Sacrament.  Not only that, but some of them also 
volunteered one full week to go on the mission trip to help 
those who are suffering and less fortunate.  They are truly 
the hands, feet, and eyes of the Lord in today’s society.   

 

I would like to thank the clergy and the staff for their great 
support and help to me during the nine weeks that I was 
here.  In a special way, I would like to thank Monsignor 
Weiss, the pastor of this parish.  He is very compassionate 
and always puts his love into whatever he does.  He is the 
most organized person that I ever met in my life.  I truly 
appreciate and am grateful for his great guidance, support, 
and generosity to me.   

The wisdom and knowledge I gained here in the parish are 
invaluable, and now I feel as if I had a chest full of diamonds 
that I am called to share. I am able to put into practice what I 
have learned from the classroom.  I can learn a lot from 
books, but it is this hands-on experience here at the parish 
that will never be forgotten.  I could never repay what I 
received here.  At the same time I sense a duty to give out 
freely what I have received freely from you and from parish 
clergy.  I know that the joy of the Cross is what lies ahead 
for me, as it does for every Christian in the Church, and so I 
deeply ask for your prayers as I continue my studies for the 
Holy Priesthood.  If it is God’s will, I will be ordained a 
deacon next May for this great diocese.    
 
May Our Lady show you the protective look which she has 
over you, which you may know that neither angels, nor 
principalities, nor governments, nor enemies, nor problems 
can ever tear you apart from the path of holiness that God 
has prepared for you.  Seek to be Holy and Just in every 
problem and in every joy you have, and you will be happy in 
season and out of season.

HEALTH TIP 
What is presbyopia? 
Presbyopia, much like wrinkles and gray hair, is an age 
related condition and not a disease. The word presbyopia 
comes from the Greek word meaning aging eye. 
When people start to develop presbyopia, they start holding 
reading materials such as books, magazines, newspapers, 
menus, at arm’s length in order to focus properly.  
Presbyopia usually presents around the age of 35 to 40 years 
of age.  A person's eyes may start to feel strained or fatigued 
and then they may develop headaches.  Those with 
presbyopia will need some form of corrective eyewear when 
they do their work up close.  The treatment is usually 
wearing reading glasses (single-vision lenses provide clear 
up-close vision but distance vision is blurred), as needed.
